(This will be taught as a teacher directed lesson)

(Primary Sources are first hand accounts of the event).

· Creating an Annotated Bibliography using easybib.com and the MLA Standard

(This will be taught as teacher directed lessons within the classroom)

The only difference between Annotated Bibliography and Bibliography is 

the annotated one has a short paragraph explaining how/why you are choosing to use that source.

· Your final presentation will be a VISUAL/ORAL presentation to the class. You will present using a posterboard that I have supplied. Your FINAL exhibit may NOT exceed 500 words.

· I will be taking you through every step of the process. 

You MUST keep all handouts/lessons in your folder that I have provided.

·  It is MOST IMPORTANT to keep organized. It would also be a great idea to SAVE all of this for the 7th & 8th grades when you are REQUIRED to follow these procedures.
